One end of the cable has an 1/8” connector with two
notches opposite each other. Line these up with the notches on the headphones (as seen

below), push in gently and twist clockwise 1/4 turn to lock.



o NOTE: if the device has a 1/4” input, attach the included adapter to the 1/8” connector

and turn clockwise until snug.
