2. Ramie gramofonu — Gramofon jest dostarczany z gotowym do uzycia, wstepnie wywazonym
ramieniem gramofonu i wkladka.

3. Przelacznik 33/45/78 RPM — Ten przelacznik kontroluje predkos¢ talerza gramofonu.

4. Przelacznik AUTO STOP ON/OFF

5. Klips ramienia gramofonu

6. Wkladka Audio-Technica

8. Adapter 45 RPM — Jest uzywany do plyt winylowych 45 RPM.

Podstawowa obstuga

Prosze zwrdci¢ uwage na wszystkie (Ref.) informacje zawarte w instrukcji
mapowania elementéw sterujacych i funkcji na stronie 4-7.

Przed uzyciem gramofonu Majority Moto wybierz bezpieczne miejsce, w ktorym urzadzenie bedzie
chronione przed bezposrednim dzialaniem promieni stonecznych i nie bedzie znajdowac sie w
poblizu zrédet ciepla.

Umie$¢ Majority Moto tak, aby z tylu obudowy pozostalo troche miejsca na umieszczenie na
talerzu plyty winylowej w pelnym rozmiarze. Unikaj powierzchni narazonej na wibracje,
nadmierne zapylenie, zimno lub wilgo¢.

Do czyszczenia urzadzenia nalezy uzywac wylacznie suchej $ciereczki.

Nie otwieraj wewnetrznych czesci szafki, poniewaz moze to spowodowac porazenie pradem.
Podczas wyjmowania wtyczki zasilania z gniazdka $ciennego ciggnij bezpos$rednio za wtyczke, NIE
za przewod.

Zachowaj te instrukcje do wykorzystania w przyszloSci.

Uruchamianie gramofonu

Zaloz przezroczysta ostone przeciwpylowa na gramofon.

Mocno i pewnie wloz wtyczke DC adaptera do gniazda DC IN z tyhu urzadzenia. Podlacz wtyczki
AC adaptera do gniazdka elektrycznego.

Tryb Phono - Odtwarzaj ptyte winylowa

1. Obro6¢ pokretlo wyboru trybu na PH (Ref.13).

2. Obro¢ pokretlo zasilania i regulacji glosSnosci zgodnie z ruchem wskazowek zegara, aby wlaczyc¢ i
ustawi¢ glo§nos$¢. Wskaznik LED zacznie miga¢ na czerwono.

3. Umie$¢ plyte na talerzu gramofonu i wybierz zagdana predko$cé (33/45/78) zgodnie z plyta.

Uwaga: Podczas odtwarzania plyty 45RPM nalezy uzywac dolaczonego adaptera
45RPM znajdujacego sie w uchwycie obok talerza (nr 8).

4. Zdejmij oslone igly i gumke (zachowaj ja, aby chroni¢ igle, gdy nie jest uzywana).

5. Otworz zacisk ramienia gramofonu, aby zwolni¢ ramie gramofonu (Ref.2). Podnie$ dzwignie
podnoszenia, aby podnie$¢ ramie gramofonu i delikatnie przesun je do zadanej pozycji, nad plyta.
6. Gramofon zacznie sie obraca¢, gdy ramie gramofonu zostanie przesuniete w kierunku plyty (gdy
przetacznik AUTO STOP jest wlgczony). Przesuni dzwignie podnoszenia z powrotem do



pozycji 7. w dol, aby powoli opusci¢ ramie gramofonu do zadanej pozycji plyty, aby rozpoczaé
odtwarzanie.

8. Jesdli przelacznik sterowania Auto Stop jest wlaczony, plyta zatrzyma sie automatycznie po
zakonczeniu. Jesli przelacznik sterowania Auto Stop jest wylaczony, plyta NIE zatrzyma sie
automatycznie po zakonczeniu.

Uwaga: Funkcja AUTO STOP dotyczy wiekszoSci plyt winylowych 33RPM. Jednak w
przypadku bardzo niewielu plyt winylowych z nietypowym wzorem rowkow,
zatrzyma sie przed koncem. Jeéli tak sie stanie, ustaw przelacznik AUTO STOP w
pozycji "OFF', a nastepnie kontynuuj odtwarzanie.

Bluetooth - tryb wyjscia

Tryb Bluetooth-Out umozliwia sparowanie gramofonu z glo§nikiem Bluetooth lub stuchawkami.

1. Ustaw funkcje trybu glébwnego na PH (phono), aby odtwarza¢ plyty winylowe.
2. Naci$nij przycisk BT OUT. Wskaznik LED zacznie miga¢ na czerwono.
3. Wlacz funkcje BT glodnika lub stuchawek i rozpocznij parowanie z Majority Moto. Po

pomys$lnym nawigzaniu polaczenia wskaznik LED przestanie migac.

Po sparowaniu dzwiek z plyty winylowej bedzie bezprzewodowo przesylany do glosnika lub
shuchawek.

Note: In this mode, the volume level can only be controlled from the speakers or
headphones that you are pairing with the turntable.

USB Recording

Recording to USB stick is only available with Phono mode and AUX mode playback.

1. Plug your USB stick into the USB port. Start playing a vinyl record under Phono Mode playback
or play via AUX playback from another device connected to the turntable.

2. Press the REC button to start a recording. The LED light indicator will flash red and blue to
confirm the recording has begun.

3. To save different files on the recording, press the SPLIT button when recording. Press the
SPLIT button again and it will generate another file.

4. Press the REC button to stop the recording. The LED light indicator will flash red to confirm

recording has been ended, and it resumes to Phono mode playback or AUX mode playback.



Files recorded onto the USB are saved in MP3 file format, under folders titled "TALBUM__ 01’ and
the files titled "REC_0000, 0001, 0002’ etc.

Note: The recording is made in a fixed-volume format. The volume level of the

recorded file cannot be changed by any adjustments of the volume control on the
turntable.

Note: Max size of USB stick supported is 128GB and needs to be set to FAT format.

AUX In Mode

Connect your iPod, MP3 player, mobile phones etc. to the AUX IN port using a 3.5mm3.5mm
audio cable (not included).

1. Turn the MODE knob to AUX. The LED indicator will flash purple. You can now play music
from an auxiliary device through the unit.

2. Turn the VOLUME CONTROL knob on the Majority Moto Turntable to adjust the volume. (The
iPod, MP3 player and/or mobile phones’ volume control may also impact the volume level,

therefore, ensure this is also turned up).

Bluetooth - In Mode

1. Turn the MODE knob to BT. The LED light indicator will flash blue.

2. Switch on Bluetooth connectivity on your device and search for Majority Moto. Once
successfully paired, the LED light indicator will stop flashing.

3. Use the VOLUME CONTROL knob to adjust the volume as per your preferences.

Note: The volume on your device paired with the turntable via Bluetooth can also
impact the playback volume, therefore make sure the volume level is also turned up
on your device while playing.

JSB Playback Mode

1. Turn the MODE knob to USB. The LED light indicator will flash red.

2. Plug in the USB drive and play your chosen audio. The LED light will now flash red.

3. Press PLAY/PAUSE/REC to play or pause. Press PREV button to play the previous track. Press
NEXT button to play the next track.



Note: Max size of USB stick supported is 128GB, and it needs to be set to FAT format.
USB playback supports MP3.

Connecting Speakers via RCA Connection

In PH (phono) Vinyl Playback mode, you can connect to your own speaker system using the RCA
port on the turntable.

Note: This works using RCA to 3.5mm audio cable only (not included).

When using this type of connection with any speaker via RCA, it will supersede the
in-built turntable speakers, therefore, you will only hear audio through your
connected speakers. Use the volume control on your connected speakers to adjust
the audio level as per your preferences.

Tips for Better Turntable Performance

1. When opening or closing the turntable cover, handle it gently, gripping it either at the centre or
at each side.

2. Do not touch the needle tip with your fingers; avoid bumping the needle against the turntable
platter or record edge.

3. Frequently clean the needle tip with a soft brush in a back-to-front motion only.

4. If you must use needle cleaning fluid, use it very sparingly.

5. Gently wipe the dust cover and turntable housing with a soft cloth. Use only a small amount of

mild detergent to clean the turntable and dust cover.
